1) Include the Songwriter’s Name.

Please name them in your programs, on your lyric 
sheets, in your videos, etc., and tag them (and 
Justice Choir too!) on your social media posts.   

Extra credit:  Send the songwriter a little note when you 
perform their music (their contact info is at the bottom of 
every page).  They will be so happy!  

2) Distribute the Music for Free.
You may not sell these songs; only give them away. 
 

If you post your performances online, they must be 
free for anyone to access, with no paid ads on them. 

Extra credit:  Instead of forwarding this PDF, share the 
link (find it near the bottom of the song page) for them to 
download their own copy.  That gives your friends the 
chance to donate to our songwriters if they wish to do so.

3) Keep the Copyright © and Creative Commons c Licenses on Sheet Music.
To easily meet this requirement, just print/copy the songbook pages in full.
